In 2007, the name of Edward A. Egan was added in 
recognition of his steadfast leadership and dedication to the 
Association and the industry it serves.  Among the stations he 
occupied was the ACPA’s chairman in 1986, as well as 
Secretary-Treasurer from 1988 to 2007, making him the 
longest-serving person in that capacity in the Association’s 
history. 

CPAM members Ed Egan, President of 
Northern Con-Agg, Inc., and Gary 
Aamold, President (retired) of Penhall 
Company-Highway Services Division, 
received the distinguished Hartmann-
Hirschman-Egan Award from American 
Concrete Pavement Association 
(ACPA) which was re-presented at 
CPAM’s Annual Awards Banquet on 
March 19, 2009, in Rochester.  Ed 
received the award in 2006 when it was 
named the Hartmann-Hirschman Award 
and Gary in 2008 after it became the 
Hartmann-Hirschman-Egan Award. 
The Hartmann-Hirschman-Egan Award 
is one of the most coveted awards 
presented by ACPA.  The award 
recognizes individuals and companies, 
as well as other organizations, for 
unparalleled commitment, dedication, 
participation, and leadership in the 
concrete pavement community.  The 
award, first presented in 1968, was 
originally named in honor of Harold W.

(then President) in 1967, as well as his 
tenure as Secretary-Treasurer from 
1975 to 1987.
